1- cancellation of the working visa 
2- you cannot work in Japan for the next 3 years
3- you will not be able to apply for a visa to work in Japan for 3 years
4- If the board of education complains, then it might cause the immigration office to issue a deportation for you
5- a quick cancellation may involve financial penalty. I am not sure how much you will have to pay for the ministry of justice. It can be 20.000 yen and might be upto 200.000 yen

How are you?  I sent you several mails and spoke to you regarding not being paid properly.  You told me that I would hear from the account department soon.  Several months have already past but no one has called me in that connection.  Not only that, each month I have been paid less than what you had actually promised me in the beginning.  
 
The vice principal of Futaba junior high school asked me to attend the school on Saturday, May 27th 2006,  I was supposed to take off on Tuesday, May 30th but Jal Haken asked me to work at Nanso junior high school.  Instead of paying extra, money as overtime for the month of May, you paid me less.
